Legend has it that Avalokiteshvara, the Buddha of Compassion, manifested as the god of
fortune known as Zhambhala to show a way to create specific karma to ease material
suffering and thus free people to pursue the spiritual life. Based on this idea a variety of
wealth creation ceremonies evolved in the Tibetan Buddhist tradition with the most
elaborate one being Zhambhala. The Gyuto monks will perform this ceremony this Tibetan
New Year. The first day is preparation beginning with the Heart Sutra to bid farewell to the
old year leaving clear space to welcome the new Tibetan Iron Tiger year. Saturday, the
second day is Torma making, filling and painting Treasure Vases. Traditionally, the
community brings items symbolic of prosperity like the wool of a hundred sheep, the hair
of a hundred horses, the butter from the milk of a hundred cows, plants, soil, stones, water,
metals, various grains, and so on. The community is invited to bring such items along but
in more modest quantities! There then follows from Sunday to Tuesday three days of
actual chanting and ceremony in a performance which has never before been seen in
Australia. This ceremony concludes with locking up of a Wealth Essence Box filled with
auspicious offerings which will be kept safely for the ongoing welfare of the community.
In addition to participating in the preparation for the ritual, people will be able to take part
in meditation workshops, public talks and art classes.
